When mounting the bracket to the
wall, the sliding toe clamp must be to
the top of the bradket as slown to the
right.

Place the triangular mount plate on
the wall first (shown n the layout
below) and mark the mounting holes
(the two certer holes maked red). Dxill
and tap the marked holesmnto the
beam with a!-20 thread.

Bolt the mount plate to the wall using
© the!-2 0 bolts and flat washers
provided.

Faden the helmet bradet to the
mount plate using the ! -20 Nyloc nuts
and flat washers povided. The end
result shauld be simibr to the picture
sea to the right.



Celing Mounting

When mounting to the caling, the slding toe clamp must not ben
the longitudinal direction facing the front of the truck (windshield

o side). Te diding toe clamp shoud be in the direction of the sides of
the truck. hisis stown in the picture below. (If biacket can only be
mounted in the longitudinal direction of the truck due to cleamace,
you may mount with the slding toe damp to the rea.

Placethe triangular mount plate on the
ceiling first (slown in the layout to the

9 right) and mark the mounting holes (he
three center holesmarkedred). Dxill and
tap the maked holes irto the beam with a
I-20 thread.

9 Bol the mount plate to the celling using
the !-2 0 bolts provided.

Faden the helmet bradet to the
@ mount plate using the ! -20

Nyloc nuts ard flat washers

provided. The endresut should

be similar to the picture seen to
4 theleft.

o Rouwghly center your helmet with the Téon
Helmet Biacket as shown to the right

After helmd is cenered, note the mount-
ing holes on the wo @wings®of the
bracket. ”Rmove your helme and place

2] the toe clamps over the pper mounting
holes. Tisisshown below. Be sue to not
tighten the bolts al the way.

Once the toe clamps are in @ce
mount the helmet by slding the top
e toe clamp up with the bim of the
helmet, and setting the bottom brim of
the helmet into the @loose® tce cmps
that you just mourted to the bracket.

Orient the bottom toe clamps so they

(1) are parallel to the brim of your helmet
then tighten the bolts conpletely on
the toe clamps.

Make aure that the ring loaded toe clamp at tle top of the
bracket has tasion and that the helmd can be removed from

@ the bradket. (f the top toe clamp wil not slde up enough to
allow the helmet to be renoved, adjus the bottom toe clamps
down on the bracket to dow more movement in the top sliding
toe clamp)
